STATISTICS

The following statistics relating to rural accommodation in 2004 were
compiled by the Instituto Nacional de Estadisticas.

Number of tourists who stayed in rural accommodation: 1.76 million
(Spanish residents represent 91.54 per cent and foreigners 8.46 per cent,
or around 150,000 people).

Largest foreign groups: German (25 per cent), British (24 per cent)
and French (17 per cent).

Estimated number of establishments: 8250,

In some areas where the rural accommodation market is saturated
(zona saturada) or where the regional authorities feel there's sufficient
supply, the authorities stop issuing licences. If you plan to make an
income from rural accommodation, ask the relevant authority or the
local council whether licences are available in the area where you plan
to buy before committing yourself to a purchase.

Regulations regarding rural accommodation are determined by the
regional authorities in 15 of Spain’s autonomous regions (Ceuta and
Melilla have no rural accommodation). Requirements and specifications
differ from region to region and most are downloadable (usually in
Spanish only) from the regional government websites (see Appendix A),
Requirements generally consist of at least the following (listed in
alphabetical order):
